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THE YEAR IN REVIEW
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Each year has its own unique story to tell 
and for Christ Church this was certainly 
the case in 2015. The particular group of 
boys who led the School this year were 
the first to experience six years of high 
school, for it was they who joined the 
School in its centenary year of 2010 as 
our first group of Year 7s integrated into 
the Senior School structure. It was this 
group of boys who joined the Vertical 
Tutor groups, so iconic in our pastoral 
care system, to make a sixth year. It was 
this group of boys who were the first to 
voyage on the tall ship Leeuwin II as a 
component of their Outdoor Education 
program and it was this group of boys 
who were a part of and participants 
in the creation of the Christ Church 
pedagogy. This pedagogy focused on 
motivating boys through personalisation, 
structure and feedback and the 
enhancing of personal bests. We have 
just seen them graduate having achieved 
all to which they have aspired.

I could not be more proud of the Senior 
School leadership of Jack Hawkesford as 
Captain of School, the first and only boy 
in my time as Headmaster who was also 
Dux of the School in his final year, Hunter 
Jackson as Vice-Captain and the balance 
of our student leadership group, be they 
other School or House Prefects or simply 
senior boys who fulfilled our expectation 
to mentor other boys in a positive and 
constructive way. Each year we know 
that the true measure of our school is the 
character of our graduates and Year 12, 
2015 was another exceptional chapter in 
the story of this school.

In the LW Parry Preparatory School the 
year was one in which programs focused 
on social emotion learning, changed to 
include the Knights Quest for our Year 6 
students and Drama as a specific subject 
was introduced. Across the Prep School 
the balance of whole school initiatives 
and individual class nuances led by the 
nature of the particular teacher involved, 
reached an equilibrium of which all 
involved can be very proud. I know that 
I am in awe of the boy who transitions 
from the Prep School into the Senior 
School. His sense of purpose, confidence 
and so often good humour affirms that 
the style of education in our Preparatory 
School, so crafted to the needs of boys, is 
truly exceptional.

Any success achieved by the boys 
is a direct consequence of the work 
carried out across all aspects of the 
organisation which is Christ Church. 
Led by an exceptional executive team, 
the teaching and support staff have 
throughout 2015 collaborated to create 
the opportunity for an atmosphere of 
excellence to emerge. This collective 
cannot be understated for when 
matched with the aspirations of parents 
and the positive disposition and talents 
of our students, the result is a culture 
that enables the achievement of our 
mission of Boys educated to know, to 
do, to live with others and to be. As has 
consistently been the case our principle 
school support groups, the Parents’ 
Association and Old Boys’ Association 
have again provided wonderful support 
to the School throughout the year. In 
a society where relationships, in their 

broad understanding, are challenged in 
ways once unimaginable, the focus on 
relationship and engagement that is a 
core to these two support groups has 
again been vital to our success.

2015 sees the conclusion of the School’s 
current strategic plan. Directing this 
plan over the past five years were five 
interrelated themes:

�� Motivating boys to achieve at their best.

�� Enhancing our quality staff in pursuit 
of the School’s mission.

�� Guiding boys to the further 
development of an international 
perspective.

�� Understanding, enabling and 
celebrating diversity in the Christ 
Church context. 

�� Planning for a secure, flexible  
financial future.

As we celebrate 2015 it is pleasing to 
recognise how programs, practices and 
outcomes reflecting these strategic 
themes have so positively impacted upon 
the experience of our boys and the wider 
community throughout the year.

Perhaps in this year there is no more 
evident an example of the significance of 
our heritage to our modern ‘21st century 
school’ than in the renovation of our most 
iconic building, the School Chapel. This 
project is emblematic of a wonderfully 
successful year in the life of the School as 
it wrapped innovation within tradition - 
just as our students wrapped education 
within the timeless spirit of the boy.

Some final reflections

My time at Christ Church as Headmaster 
has been a remarkable period of personal 
and professional fulfilment. From a 
family perspective, to have arrived with 
children in Years 5, 6 and 8 and to leave 
with two of these children now married, 
living away from Perth and the third fully 
independent, encapsulates the passage 
of time and change and the reality of 
the modern family. Annie and I have 
had the joy of establishing what will be 
lifelong friendships, both within and 
beyond the Christ Church community 
and when these 15 years are added to 
the three spent at Guildford Grammar 
School in the mid ‘80s, our married life is 
very connected to the sand of Western 
Australia. We have been blessed as a 
family and this will never be forgotten.

It is my view that the leaders of 
organisations like a school, inherit a 
particular set of circumstances which 
they are impelled to respect. It is also 
their responsibility to grow and create 
from this culture during their time at the 
helm. When I arrived at Christ Church in 
2001, I was gifted an exceptional school 
reflective of an inclusive and vibrant 
environment. I also arrived at a time when 
circumstances for Western Australia were 
about to change for the better. My era as 
Headmaster has been clearly marked by 
these two sets of related circumstances.

All organisations are a reflection of change 
and continuity. In my first year, the School 
Council, in its wisdom, worked with me 
as the naïve, young initiate to craft our 
school mission. This mission has become 
the scaffold from which all subsequent 
changes have been forged. Our continuity, 
rested in the heart of our motto Deus Dux 
Doctrina Lux, God is our leader, learning is 
our light and change in the aspirational 
expectations of our mission of Boys 
educated to know, to do, to live with others 
and to be.

Three strategic plans later and the School 
has clearly grown and developed, always 
with the boy at the centre. Likewise, I have 
changed as a leader and been enriched 
by my experiences. I am most proud of 
the nature of the boy who is at the heart 
of Christ Church and who becomes our 
graduate. When I have spoken of great 
schools and of Christ Church, I have always 
made the point that we can accommodate 

the needs of a family (other than the 
girls). Inclusivity optimises the Christ 
Church experience. I was so pleased 
when celebrating our centenary through 
artistic installations, that our Old Boys’ 
Association chose Stand by Me and our 
Parents’ Association Headspace as gifts 
to the School. Both express diversity, 
individuality and the eclectic nature 
of our boys set alongside the need for 
collaboration and community to achieve 
success. This is the cultural disposition of 
our school and I have been so blessed to 
be a part of its evolution. 

The School was able to effectively catch 
the opportunity for growth through our 
shape for a new century strategy which 
straddled 2010 and juxtaposed the early 
and later years of my time as Headmaster. 
The success of this story sees us now 
balanced in our phases of learning and in 
our pastoral, academic and co-curricular 
constructs in a way that gives a strong 
foundation for the inevitability of future 
changes. All that has been achieved 
during my time has been done so with 
the incredible support, vision, guidance 
and friendship of engaged members of 
the wider school community and the 
energy of the boys, and most significantly 
for my role, through the uncompromising 
support of School Council, and the most 
remarkable staff. Closest to me has been 
an extraordinarily talented team of 
executive, all of whom have shown such 
loyalty and such love of our school over 
the 15 years of my leadership.

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We are both happy and relieved to be 
finally graduating and now reflect on 
what has been a remarkable six years. 
There is also a sense of sadness in saying 
goodbye to an institution filled with 
so many close friends and mentors.

I remember walking back to my locker 
after the first round of PSA sport, fairly 
chuffed with a convincing win in 7Bs 
Basketball, and being approached by 
one of my team mates who later invited 
me over to his house. The boy I speak of 
is Aidan Squires, and we have remained 
great friends ever since that moment. 

Alongside these friendships, it has 
been the School’s culture, founded 
upon recognising and encouraging 

achievement in a range of areas. As an 
institution, the School has allowed us 
to be who we are, to say what we feel 
– to head in any direction we choose. 
Christ Church has encouraged our 
dreams. Unique to this school is that the 
finest musicians, the most outstanding 
sportsmen and the highest academic 
achievers are equally recognised and 
respected. This sense of overwhelming 
pride in achievement is an aspect of 
Christ Church I am sure many of us will 
not forget.

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The consistency of Christ Church’s results 
is very pleasing; some schools will do well 
one year and then experience a dip for 
a period of time, but we yet again had 
much of which to be proud in regard to 
the 2015 cohort.  Ninety-four per cent of 
the group achieved an ATAR and whilst 
the median was a little lower than in 
2014, it still saw us placed very favourably 
in regard to other boys’ schools. Three 
students, including Captain of School 
Jack Hawkesford, were awarded General 
Exhibitions and we were particularly 
proud of two Year 11s, Jason Chu and 
Hector Morlet, for gaining the only two 
Certificates of Distinction in the state for 
the subject of Computer Science; Jason 
was also awarded the Course Exhibition. 
Our sincere congratulations to all award 
winners as well as to the many Year 12s 
who achieved strong results in relation 
to their previous ‘predicted’ ranking, 
showing that those final months of 
application and study did indeed make 
a real difference. It was fitting that our 
departing Headmaster, Garth Wynne, 
could once again be proud of the efforts 
of the boys and staff whom he had led 
and served so faithfully and so well.

The 2015 cohort was the last to complete 
Year 12 within the framework of the ‘old’ 
WACE and there was much that was 
new and exciting in the program. Liam 
Casson, the inaugural Director of Boys’ 
Health and Wellbeing, worked regularly 
with the boys to model and advise on 
constructive strategies for managing 
workload, examination nerves and 
anxiety. The newly-appointed Digital 
Curators developed electronic resources 
in a range of subjects and these were 
‘published’ in time to provide valuable 
revision activities. The Physical Education 
Studies teachers organised a new, 
authentic trial practical examination 
experience and saw their subject 
contribute to the ATAR of 100 per cent of 
their students. The intensive structured 
revision provided by classroom teachers 
in the periods prior to examinations drew 
the appreciation of many boys and the 
somewhat casual attitude exhibited at 
times in Year 11 2014 was replaced by 
a serious and purposeful approach in 
Year 12, 2015. Teachers are congratulated 

on their dedication, innovation and 
expertise; boys on their maturity, 
collegiality and self-discipline; parents 
on their support, understanding and the 
trust placed in the School and their sons.

This placed CCGS 8th in WA (State 
Median 79.10)

�� 127 students (73% of ATAR candidates) 
obtained an ATAR that would give 
them entry to UWA (based on 
indicative 2015 minimum ATAR of 80)

�� Stage 3 courses with WACE course 
score of 75 or more: 25.52%. This 
placed CCGS 8th in the state.

�� Stage 3 courses with WACE course 
score of 65 or more: 54.52%. This 
placed CCGS 9th in the state.

�� 4 students obtained A grades in a 
non-ATAR course. 

�� CCGS was placed in the group of 
top schools in 11 courses (courses 
with fewer than 10 students are not 
included):  Accounting and Finance, 
Ancient History, Chemistry, Computer 
Science, Economics, Geography, 
Modern History, Philosophy & Ethics, 
Physical Education Studies, Physics, 
Psychology.

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CAMBODIA

The journey to Cambodia in December 
2014 was an experience that is rather 
difficult to put into words. Working 
with Scott Neeson’s Cambodian 
Children’s Fund, our aim was to assist 
the CCF in their education, cultural and 
community programs.

These are excerpts from student journals 
of the events that had the greatest 
impact on us.

The Welcome:

“There is a sense of respect throughout 
the entire community. All here seem to 
live for one another. They seem to take 
each opportunity as a privilege rather 
than a right, which makes for a much 
more appreciative and happier lifestyle. 
Everyone is also extremely welcoming 
and friendly, always returning or offering 
a smile, which helps make this unknown 
experience much less confronting.”

S-21 and the Killing Fields:

“The best way to describe the Choeung 
Ek Genocidal Centre, known more 
commonly as the Killing Fields, is as 
a subtle horror. The site where about 
20,000 people were brutally executed 

is antithetically peaceful and serene. But 
the audio-guided tour reminded us that 
every step we took through the lush 
grass and dangling fruit trees was over 
shattered bone and washed-away blood. 

The Classrooms:

“We got dropped as far into the rubbish 
dump as the van could manage and 
then we walked along the winding paths, 
through the stench, the shacks, and 
dreadful living conditions to our work area.”

“We were greeted at the satellite 
school by excited screams and faces 
engulfed in smiles. The bell rang and 
the children quickly dispersed, eager 
to begin learning. In the first class Jack 
Hawkesford got up and went through 
the different parts of the body. During 
break the children played music, their 
two favourite songs being Roar by Katy 
Perry and Girl On Fire by Alicia Keys.”

The Dancing and Feeding 
Programs:

“The feeding program consisted of 
showering the kids, covering them in 
powder and brushing/braiding their 
hair. We also helped to serve meals and 
then kept the children entertained with 
whizzy dizzies and piggy-back rides.”

“We finished off our time with our 
Cambodian friends with a gala concert, 
which was a great success. Julian Ming, 
Gareth Shanthikumar and James Weight 
had to say goodbye to their afternoon 
classes early to practise for a traditional 
dance routine. After three hours of 
intense practice, costuming and makeup, 
they still had little to no idea about 
how to perform the dance. However, 
after running down to the stage, they 
performed to a rapturous applause. “

Everyone who went on this trip can 
honestly say that this experience is 
one of the most profound that we 
have ever had. Teaching the children 
at CCF left us wiser and expanded our 
awareness of peoples’ lives outside of 
Perth. We would like to thank everyone 
at the Cambodian Children’s Fund, staff 
members for being fantastic mentors 
and, in particular, the Pengelleys.

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MARBLE BAR 

The idea behind Service in Action is 
a cultural exchange through service. 
Marble Bar, the ‘hottest town in Australia’ 
has 400 residents and a small Indigenous 
community 5km from town, which all the 
boys briefly visited.

The school has 48 students, three 
teachers and seven Senior School 
students, the latter taught by Perth-
based teachers. The Prep to Year 1 
students were taken by Myles McQuillan 
and Nansen Robb. The Year 2 to 4 boys 
were taken by James Wilson, Henry 
Louden and Imran Savliwala. The class 
worked diligently and took many 
opportunities to extend work. We were 
staggered at how willing the teachers 
were to give up their time for the kids.

to get to know the Indigenous boys 
better, creating a sense of trust that 
developed over the weekend. Shout out 
to Jason for winning a game of chicken, 
as he swam the furthest across the river 
with no guarantee that a salt water croc 
was not lurking beneath the surface, 
although Francis from Balgo did his best 
to provide a scare.

Besides sharing laughs, moments of joy 
and mud all over us (thanks to young 
Caleb), we all took a lot from the trip, in 
reflection. Regardless of the fact that as 
Year 11 students we had a slightly more 
mature perspective of how fortunate 

we are to live the way we do, the trip 
opened our eyes to the fact that we 
cannot just sit back and watch the 
vicious cycle of meaninglessness in these 
remote communities occur, given the 
consequences and impacts on these 
individuals. With an understanding that 
we have ‘won the birth lottery’ in a sense, 
something that is really important for all 
boys from all trips is that we do not take 
our lives for granted, but rather, that we 
strive to make a difference - whether 
that be getting involved in the ICEA 
Foundation or starting from scratch. Such 
an entrenched issue within our society 
needs people to make a difference, 
and while one week can have a lasting 
impact, it still is not enough. A big thank 
you to Mr Tait and Mr McDonald for 
making the trip possible.

Ski

All the boys arrived at Perth International Airport - apart from one James Tonnison, 
who forgot his passport and was 35 minutes late! 
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Following the final exams of the year, 
eight Year 11 and three Year 12 students 
travelled around Southern Peru for 28 
days on Christ Church Grammar School’s 
first World Challenge expedition, visiting 
tourist centres, remote communities and 
hiking through the Andes.

None of us had visited a South American 
country before. We found the Peruvian 
people to be extremely welcoming 
and their Mestizo culture and history, 
fascinating. The visit will leave a lasting 
memory for all.

Lima - The busy capital of Peru, perched 
upon the coastal cliffs, cradling the 
colonial historical centre.

Paracas - A small seaside tourist town on 
the fringe of a rich national park; part of 
the unique ‘coastal desert’ and near to 
Islas Ballestas, a wildlife hub for seals and 
a wide variety of birdlife.

Arequipa - The sprawling ‘White City’ 
in La Sierra, backed by ice-capped 

volcanoes; centre piece is a colonial white 
stone cathedral, along with a colourful 
self-contained monastery nearby.

Colca Canyon - Three days trekking 
into an isolated community; from 
rocky outcrops into lush greenery 
at monumental depths to reach our 
destination, Oasis; twice as deep as the 
Grand Canyon at 3400m below sea level; 
stretches for 100km.

Pedregal - A small, close-knit community 
in the Majes Valley, neighbouring Corire; 
our community project was spent 
helping the local school kids. Their glee 
left us with smiles in our hearts.

Puno - Sliding down the hillside into Lake 
Titicaca, the highest navigable lake in the 
world, to meet the native communities 
on the floating Uros reed islands.

Cusco - Ancient cobble-stoned city 
woven between Inca stone wall 
foundations and Spanish red-tiled roofs; 
vibrant Plaza de Armas with grandiose 

baroque architecture; historically the 
capital of Peru and the Inca Empire.

Huaracondo - This Ancient Inca trail 
pulled us through grassy terrain with 
stretching mountain views, a condor’s 
swoop welcoming us into camp. The 
tundra path led into a slowly widening 
and deepening green cut in the 
landscape, through foggy, dense wood, 
cutting into a deep valley.

Ollantaytambo - A small town wedged 
between vertiginous ruins and the train 
line to Machu Picchu.

Machu Picchu - A mysterious ‘island’ of 
grand carved stones suspended in the 
fog of the valley; temples and constructs 
sit upon emerald terraces, surrounded 
by cloud forest and Andean ridges. The 
iconic estate was lost until its rediscovery 
in the early 20th century, having survived 
six centuries of earthquakes, Spanish 
invasion and howling weather.

World Challenge
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2015 was yet another successful year 
for the Christ Church Grammar School 
Cadet Unit (CCGSCU). It started well with 
excellent results from the Brigade Cadet 
Under Officer (CUO) and Cadet Warrant 
Officer Class 2 (CDTWO2) courses, with 
five of our Year 12 Cadets giving up part 
of their January holidays to participate 
for promotion. The appointments were 
finalised with CUO Harrison Bain being 
the Platoon Commander for 1 Platoon, 
CUO Monte Nathan being the 2 Platoon 
commander and CUO Will Burt having 
command of 3 Platoon. CDTWO2 
Cameron Criddle and I were posted to 
Company Headquarters. 

Term 1 saw a significant intake of Year 
10 cadets, with a full company strength 
of just over 90. As the term progressed, 
Cadets were taught the basics of drill 
and introduced to the navigation and 
first aid components. A highlight was the 
inflatable obstacle course brought in to 
assist with physical training.

Term 1 camp was relocated from Muchea 
to the Northam Army Camp. The bivouac 
acted as a ‘boot camp’, with the company 
sleeping on hoochie lines on the first 
night. Cadets learnt how to set up a 
hoochie, the basics of camouflage and 
concealment, survival skills and field 
signals. The night activity consisted of 
searching for a UAV at night, with an 
enemy trying to catch them. 

Term 2 saw a significant focus on Anzac 
Day, as the company commemorated 
the centenary of the Gallipoli landing. 
Activities included the Bankwest Gallipoli 
Run, a service at Dalkeith Primary School, 
providing flag orderlies for the Len 
Hall Memorial AFL game between the 
Fremantle Dockers and the Sydney Swans 
and the Anzac Day parade through Perth 
City. The commemorations culminated 
in the School’s Anzac Centenary Service. 
CCGSCU mounted a four-man catafalque 
party, laying wreaths at the foot of a 
memorial. The unit also invited Old Boy, 
MAJGEN Craig Williams AM to speak about 
the importance of the Gallipoli campaign. 

Preceding the Anzac Day 
commemorations, the unit continued 
training, with an emphasis on navigation, 
first aid and radio skills. Cadets learnt how 
to work out bearings, distances and grid 
references on a map. The Term 2 field 
exercise arrived and, despite the horrible 

wet weather conditions, everyone pushed 
on through. The camp began with Platoon 
Observations Posts (OPs) set alongside 
the Platoon harbours, where the cadets 
would record any information of the 
nearby ‘enemies’. Company Headquarters 
acted as the enemy, with help from the 
Wanneroo Cadet Unit, which sought 
to compromise the OPs set up by each 
Platoon. Next day, cadets participated in 
a Casualty Evacuation (CASEVAC), where 
each Platoon had to hike to a spot. Once 
the casualty was reached, they had to 
radio in a ‘10 Liner CASEVAC’ to HQ. This 
activity was highly successful, and cadets 
gained experience on the actions to take if 
ever a real life ‘NO DUFF’ casualty occurs.

During the Term 2 holidays, a number 
of Year 11 and 12 cadets successfully 
participated in the Brigade Senior Non-
Commissioned Course (SNCO). Senior 
cadets volunteered as instructors and 
boys who partook gained the qualification 
for promotion to the rank of Sergeant.

Term 3 began with unit preparation 
for Annual Camp with the major focus 
on navigation. Year 11 Cadets also 
participated in a First Aid course run by 
our First Aid Officer LT Digby Gibson, 
providing them with a nationally 
accredited qualification. Running 
concurrently with this, was the F88 
Austeyr training for the Year 10s, where 
Cadets learnt how to strip and assemble 
the rifle, and the Weapon Training Test to 
qualify them to ‘live fire’ the weapon on 
Annual Camp.

Term 3 camp was the most challenging of all. 
The major goal was a navigational exercise 
where Cadets, in sections and platoons, 
would patrol with their packs through the 
bush for 16km. Their efforts were rewarded 
with a film. The next morning, the unit 
headed to Wanneroo for paintball.

On the second week of the Term 3 
holidays, the unit was finally off to the 

much-anticipated Annual Field Exercise 
(AFX). The Year 10 cadets were divided 
into a range of courses on Tier 2, including 
Adventure Training, Driving, Catering, 
First Aid, Patrol Commanders, Survival, 
Roping and Communications courses. 
Members of the Year 10 group also attend 
the Junior Non-Commissioned Officer 
course (JNCO), which was run by the CCGS 
Officer Commanding CAPT (AAC) Conrad 
Scott. The Year 11 Cadets participated in 
Tier 3, run by our Co-ordinator of Army 
Cadets CAPT Duane Nurse. This was the 
most difficult and strenuous course with 
highlights including the cordon and search 
of a village and abseiling at the Battle 
Simulation Training Facility. The Year 12s 
were divided into various courses, taking 
on leadership and instructional roles. SGT 
S Thompson was on Tier 1 Alpha. CUO M 
Nathan, CUO W Burt fulfilled command 
roles on Tier 1 Bravo. On the JNCO course 
was CUO H Bain, WO2 C Criddle, CQMS A 
Shaber-Twedt and myself.

Competition day arrived; morale was 
extremely high and the unit was both 
excited and nervous. In general, we had a 
successful day. We finished fourth in the 
first aid, second in the navigation and equal 
first in the drill competition. In ranking for 
the best overall unit for the year, CCGSCU 
finished a very respectable second, missing 
out on the top position by only 1.6 points. 
This demonstrates that we are a flexible, 
adaptable organisation – first place is a 
realistic expectation for 2016.

Food Rescue is an 
organisation that collects food usually 
thrown out by supermarkets, sorts it into 
boxes of edible food and then composts 
the waste. Food sent to Food Rescue is 
distributed to approximately 50 Perth 
charities. The boys’ teamwork, initiative 
and efficiency have improved each week. 
Every week we saved approximately 
300kg of useable food that would 
otherwise be thrown away.

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2015 was yet again an extremely 
rewarding year for the CCGS Surf 
Lifesaving Cadets program. A continuing 
partnership with North Cottesloe Surf 
Lifesaving Club saw 55 Year 10 boys 
complete the program (our eighth 
year.)  As always, the program trained 
the boys in surf awareness, first aid, 
effective communication techniques 
and essential rescue and resuscitation 
techniques. For the first time it also 
allowed Year 10 and Year 11 boys to 
achieve higher awards, such as the 
advanced resuscitation techniques 
certificate and for Year 12 students 
to work towards achieving instructor 
status. Some also achieved their IRB 
crewman and driver, spinal management 
and other higher order certification. 

Another exciting first was our 
involvement with the North Cottesloe 
Nippers (children aged between 5 and 
13) throughout Term 1. Cadets also had 
the opportunity to meet a number of 
North Cottesloe icons throughout the 
year. The icons comprised Rachel Taylor 
(Olympic Silver medalist and Australian 
Surf Lifesaving team member), Chris 
Shellabear (current NCSLSC President), 
Tom Nolan (Australian Open Beach 
Sprint champion and Australian SLS 
team member), and NCSLS life members 
club Simon Martin, Michael Beech and 
Mark MacDermott. Nat Benjanuvatra 
(former CCGS student and NCSLS 
Club Captain) and Kat Porter (three-
time Paralympian) also assisted with 
demonstrations and expertise.

The program commenced early in Term 1 
with a gruelling fitness session led by Guy 
Mouritz. The tasks required the boys to 
work as a team to test their commitment 
and dedication. The remaining sessions 
in Term 1 were aimed at allowing the 
cadets to develop their board and tube 
rescue techniques.

In Term 2, a focus was placed on ensuring 
that all the cadets would be able to 
perform CPR and have comprehensive 
first aid knowledge. Term 2 also saw  
Year 12 leader, Ollie Stockwell, recognised 
for his remarkable contributions to 
Surf Lifesaving and NCSLSC, winning 
the overall Junior Club Member (2015) 
award. A productive term culminated 

in all the cadets performing extremely 
well in mock assessments, which tested 
their ability to successfully resuscitate an 
unresponsive patient and demonstrate 
broad first aid knowledge.

As Term 3 arrived, a number of sessions 
allowed for vital revision for the final 
assessment at the end of week 9. Cadets, 
who have completed surf lifesaving at 
CCGS, have the ability to become fully 
fledged members of NCSLSC or any other 
surf lifesaving club in Australia.

The program in 2015 was managed 
by former Christ Church student, Zac 
Vinten, with assistance from Izzy Kordic. 
Ms Ali Gould, Co-ordinator, commented 
on the outstanding contribution from 
the Year 12 leaders this season. Some 
of these members contributed towards 
the training of NCSLSC junior courses 
over the summer holidays in 2014/15 
and were awarded with trainers assistant 
qualifications. Ollie, Julian, Josh, Aiden, 
Ale, Jack, Hunter, George and Lawrence 
deserve special recognition for their 
efforts and acting as such positive 
influences on the cadets. 

The program was also the recipient of a 
grant from Lotterywest. It must finally be 
recognised that surf lifesaving at Christ 
Church would not be the same without 
the unstinting devotion of Ms Gould, Mr 
Hodnett and Ms Fricke.

SALUSANSA

The Enigma languages group researches 
linguistics and the basics of language, 
including grammar, semantics and 
vocabulary. Their research has recently 
led to an ambitious project concept - the 
invention of a language they call Salusansa.

Salusansa was designed to be easy to 
learn, authentic, efficient and culturally 
neutral. Centred on water, the basic 
symbols for the words represent symbols 
for life.

The language comes complete with a 
25-page dictionary and the beautifully 
illustrated story Where is the Cow? 

The team of boys also used the language 
to translate a collection of popular 
children’s literature, including Where is 
the Green Sheep?

Centre for Excellence
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The Enigma program sees teams of students collaborating on high-level open-ended 
projects. Salusansa, on the facing page, is an example of one such project. Two other 
examples on this page are a computer program designed to emulate the encryption 
of the enigma machine in World War II and a board game designed using modern 
mechanics that a computer would find challenging to play. 

The da Vinci Decathlon sees students 
competing in a range of academic 
endeavours. We also qualified for the 
Race Around the Renaissance, a tour of 
culture in Europe, shared with a few 
other schools.

The Year 10 team came first in the 
national competition. The Year 9 
team came third in the international 
competition and participated in the  
Race Around the Renaissance.

The program continues in Year 6 with an 
introduction to activities and adventures 
in the outdoors before the boys step 
into the Senior School.  In Year 7 we 
come together in Houses before heading 
northwards to the beautiful Shark Bay 
in Year 8 to sail on the STS Leeuwin. In 
Year 9, boys live at Kooringal for 11 days. 
They take part in a six-day expedition 
and a series of projects and challenges 
designed to build the individual. 
One of the outcomes is to develop a 
better understanding of our natural 
environment and how we interact with 
it for a more sustainable future. This 
relationship is best summed up in the 
words of Jonny Morris in Year 9:

Outdoor Education

People are like stars - they are all out there but 
some are just closer than others.

Venture is the conclusion of the 
Outdoor Education program and a rite 
of passage experience for all Year 10 
students into the senior years at Christ 
Church. Students spend 12 days on an 
expedition in the beautiful south west 
of WA, carrying everything they need. 
This year saw the introduction of a 
number of environmental and heritage 
projects that have left their mark on the 
future for everyone. Students assisted 
with the rebuilding of a heritage-listed 
cattleman’s hut, the installation of new 
foot wash stations to prevent the spread 
of die back and the re-vegetation of 
native flora on the banks of Broke Inlet 
which is considered to be the most 
pristine inlet left in WA.

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2015 saw the introduction of digital 
thinking into the curriculum, giving all 
students in Year 7 and 8 the opportunity 
to learn important computing skills. The 
course has been an exciting mix of website 
creation and coding with the boys being 
given the chance to create their own games 
using Scratch. This is a fun drag-and-drop 
interface that allows them to learn the 
basic skills required to successfully build a 
program without the need to worry about 
the syntax. The feedback from the boys has 
been extremely positive and it has been 
really exciting to see them learn about 
coding and most importantly having fun.

Our elective courses in Years 9 and 10 have 
continued to evolve as our boys develop 
their skills and are given opportunities not 
available anywhere else. Years 11 and 12 
continue to offer a pathway through to 
the WACE examinations, with the practical 
projects being complemented by the 
theoretical skills necessary to succeed 
in a technology-based world. Some of 
the exciting projects that the boys have 
worked on this year include:

�� Exploring artificial intelligence using 
robotics

�� Developing interactive websites and 
games using Javascript

�� Learning the Python programming 
language by drawing images using Turtle

�� Making games using Scratch

�� Building and maintaining small networks

�� Designing and creating database systems

�� Competing in the NCSS challenge 
– a national programming 
competition designed to develop the 
programming skills of all participants, 
from beginners to advanced.

Outside the classroom there have been 
some equally exciting developments. For 
the first time we held a number of Year 8 
coding camps at Kooringal. A select group 
of our Year 8 boys were joined by a group 
of girls from St Hilda’s for a weekend 
retreat of intensive coding in the beautiful 
surrounds of Kooringal. This was a huge 
success with all the students having a 
great time and clamouring for more.

Throughout the year a number of 
boys have been meeting regularly 
at lunchtimes with Mr Honnens and 
ex-student Thomas Drake-Brockman 
for Informatics training. This training 
culminated in the Australian Informatics 
Olympiad (AIO) competition towards the 
end of Term 3.  Informatics is the study of 
the structure and behaviour of systems, 
and in particular using computational 
thinking to solve complex problems. 
The AIO is a high level programming 
competition that focuses on a student’s 
ability to solve complex problems about 
systems by applying their knowledge 
of algorithms and programming. Our 
boys performed remarkably well, with 
22 of the 34 boys competing receiving 
an award. In all, 15 boys received bronze 
awards, five boys received silver awards 
and two received gold awards. The 

highlight of the competition was having 
five boys invited to attend the AIO School 
of Excellence, a ten-day intensive training 
camp held in Canberra, open to the top 
25 students in Australia – a remarkable 
20 per cent of the invitees being from 
Christ Church. These students are Devin 
He, Jason Chu, Lumina Gajanayake, 
Gilbert Porter and William Hu.

Overall, it has been an excellent year for 
Computer Science and we look forward 
to building upon these successes in  
the future.

In Literature, Richard Tien achieved a final combined score of 
100 per cent, earning himself a Certificate of Distinction and a 
number of boys achieved final marks of over 90 per cent.  

This year saw the new Year 11 ATAR Literature course and the 
ATAR and General courses in English running for the first time 
and teachers and boys have all reported on their enjoyment and 
positive engagement with the new programs. We look forward to 
rolling out the Year 12 ATAR programs in 2016 and considerable 
planning has already been undertaken. English as an Additional 
Language also returned to the jurisdiction of the English 
Department this year and we look forward to developing the 
curriculum in this area in 2016. 

The inaugural English Festival Day took place in Term 1 and it 
was lovely to see so many boys engaging in a range of lunchtime 
events. Students were given the opportunity to view readings 
and performances from a number of teaching staff from a variety 
of subject areas, as well as being treated to watching rousing 
debates and passionate poetry performances. The latter exposed 
the dramatic and poetic talents of a number of English teachers 
and upper school boys as well as giving the boys the opportunity 
to witness professional performance poets in action. Novelists 
Craig Silvey and AJ Betts, also ran lectures and workshops with 
boys in their English classes and the Library filled the L Block 
quadrangle with a range of stalls and interactive activities. Next 
year, the English festival will run for a week in Term 2 around the 
time of the 400th anniversary of William Shakespeare’s death and 
plans are already underway.

Thanks must also go to Teresa Scott and the Centre 
for Ethics for their support.

The English Department once again 
celebrated strong performances in 
Stage 3 English and Literature. 
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Academic successes

The class of 2014 yielded some excellent 
results, with Year 12 students studying 
Humanities subjects being recognised 
as among the highest achievers in WA 
across all Humanities subjects. 

Of particular note was the awarding of 
Certificates of Distinction to students in 
Economics and Philosophy and Ethics. 
This School Curriculum and Standards 
Authority (SCSA) certificate is awarded 
to students achieving in the top 0.5 
per cent across Western Australia. We 
congratulate Benjamin Bartley, Charles 
Moorman and Richard Tien on their 
Certificates of Distinction in Economics, 
and Hugo Hardisty for his Certificate of 
Distinction in Philosophy and Ethics.

Global Perspectives is a Cambridge 
International Examinations (CIE) course. 
Students may wish to study this subject 
as a Year 10 elective. This is part of the 
international GCSE qualification.  In 
January 2015, the School was notified 
by CIE that it had awarded 15 out of 22 
students in the 2014 Global Perspectives 
class high A grades.

Extra-curricular

The Year 10 Investing and Enterprise 
elective enters students in the annual 
‘Plan your own enterprise’ competition, 
which is sponsored by CPA Australia. 
Students engage in 21st century learning 
and develop skills, such as communication 
and enterprise, through the preparation of 
an original business plan. 

This year, Jonathan Nagappa was 
the state and national winner of this 
competition for his idea to use drone 
technology to monitor beaches for 
sharks. Jonathan received prize money 
of $2500, which he may use to pursue 
his idea as a viable business. In addition, 
James Hosking and Christian Harding 
were awarded equal second place in the 
Western Australian competition. 

Students from Year 10, 11 and 12 
participate in the University of New 
South Wales Business and Economics 
competitions. Additionally, we 
congratulate the following students for 
being awarded Certificates of Distinction, 
which place them in the top 0.5 per cent 
nationally: Daniel Pelkowitz, Stefano 

Tudor, Nicholas Pizzino, Alexander 
Shearer and John Wu.

The Australia Geography competition 
continued to produce strong results for 
our students. Seventy High Distinctions, 
60 Distinctions and 41 Credit Certificates 
were awarded, with three students 
achieving among the highest in Australia: 
David Chen achieved within the top five 
per cent; Felix Wood achieved in the 
top four per cent; Alexander Lindsay 
achieved among the top three per cent.

Other highlights included opportunities 
where Year 10 students were 
selected for personal and leadership 
development experiences: 

�� Western Australian Youth 
Parliament provides students with 
the opportunity to learn about 
parliamentary processes. Jacob 
Dorsett-Sawyer was selected to 
represent the seat of Cottesloe in this 
year’s Youth Parliament.

�� Keaton Wright was selected for the Sir 
Charles Court Young Leaders program 
based on his academic ability, 
leadership potential and interest in 
helping the wider community.

Humanities

The diverse nature of subjects and rich experiences offered within the 
Humanities learning area affords many highlights and successes every year. 
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�� Maneesh Kelly was selected to 
represent Christ Church Grammar 
School in this year’s Youth Civics 
Leadership day.

All Year 10 students completed the 
Global Capacities Aptitude Assessment 
(GCAA) in their Humanities classes. This 
assessment measures personal traits 
and attitudes of global competence. 
When benchmarked against other 
schools internationally, our Year 10 
students scored substantially above the 
international norms.

The Simpson Prize is a national competition 
for Year 9 and 10 students that focuses 
on the significance of Anzac Day. Of the 
students who entered this competition, 
William Hu and Matthew Hamdorf were 
selected as Western Australian finalists for 
this prestigious award. 

Incursions and Excursions

As part of a local area study, Year 7 
students spent time at the Freshwater 
Bay Museum, where they gained an 
historical insight into life in the olden 
days. Students had the opportunity to 
participate in a range of experiences 
such as attending a 19th century school, 
including being taught and disciplined in 
the style of schooling of that era. 

Year 8 students also complete a local area 
study. This task focuses on investigating 
the change over time of Claremont, 
focused on Bayview Terrace. Students 
have a hands-on experience designing a 
survey that they administer to people in 
the precincts. They also sketch specific 

landmarks in the local area and compare 
these with photos from a different era.

This was the first year that the 
Humanities learning area organised a 
global citizenship incursion for all Year 
8 students. This incursion was run by an 
external organisation, High Resolve, and 
enabled students to explore their own 
personal identities. 

Geography continues to keep fieldwork 
at its core. Year 9 students study world 
biomes at Perth, Year 10 students study 
coastal processes and management 
from Port Coogee to Cottesloe, a new 
excursion for Year 11 ATAR Geography 
to Swan Valley to study the geography 
of wine, and Year 12 students study the 
urban characteristics, processes and 
problems of the Perth metropolitan area.

The Year 9 Perth Perspectives excursion 
has become an annual highlight to 
cap off the year. Students spend a day 
each exploring various landmarks and 
experiences in Perth and Fremantle. The 
ringing of the bells of St Martin-in-the 
Fields, housed in the Perth Bell Tower, 
continue to be a highlight.

Chief Justice Wayne Martin, CCGS class 
of 1969, provided our Year 11 Politics and 
Law students with a very personal insight 
into his role as Chief Justice, and his role 
within the Australian legal system. 

The topic of the International Boys’ 
Schools Coalition (IBSC) 2015/16 action 
research project is boys as global citizens. 
This year’s Year 11 Accounting and Finance 

students participated in the action 
research that examined the effectiveness 
of game-based learning in teaching 
boys about good corporate global 
citizenship. The findings of this research 
will be published in a report on the IBSC 
website. Additionally, the findings will be 
presented at an international conference 
in Vancouver in 2016. 

Year 12 Economics and Politics and Law 
students attended a federal budget 
breakfast, which was hosted by Price 
Waterhouse Coopers. At this event, 
students listened to John Howard’s 
(former Prime Minister) analysis of the 
issues reflected in the current year’s 
federal budget.

NAIDOC Week and again it was a huge 
success. As always the highlight was the 
Art exhibition. This year the exhibition 
was entitled Sitting on Sacred Ground 
and the students’ art was displayed on 
recycled deck chairs.

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This year we provided a range of fun 
activities, competitions and events catering 
for all students in the School, in addition to 
our academic programs and resourcing. 

The year was off to a great start with 
the English Festival, jointly organised 
by the Senior Library and the English 
Department. Activity stalls included 
screen-printing a Library bag with an 
original design, badge-making and 
collecting a limited edition Author Wars 
card packs (with hidden special Gold and 
Silver cards). 

Term 1 saw the return of the popular 
Library Prediction Competition. As we 
had so much success with the Soccer 
World Cup Prediction Competition 
in 2014, we knew we just had to do it 
again. The ICC World Cup Prediction 
Competition ran for most of Term 1. 

We (and the boys) love competitions in 
the Library so we kept them coming.

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CONCERTO NIGHT

Concerto Night provided five very 
talented Christ Church musicians 
the opportunity to perform selected 
repertoire with the backing of a full 
symphony orchestra. Our soloists on the 
night all presented very different, well-
polished and rehearsed pieces. 

The first performer, Michael Lukin, 
played the First Movement from the 
Guilmant ‘Concerto for Organ’. On an 
electronic organ on loan from Steinway 
Australia, Michael played the many scalic 
and arpeggio passages with relish, and 
the triumphant nature of the piece, 
accompanied by the CCGS symphony 
orchestra conducted by Rhiannon Taylor, 
truly rose to the challenge of some 
demanding parts. 

The next soloist, Henry Louden, 
performed the rarely-heard Ferdinand 
David Concerto for Trombone. This late 
romantic period piece contains a very 
exacting solo trombone part, in which 
Henry excelled. The cadenza-like finish 
was also performed with style. The CCGS 
symphony orchestra, conducted by Kevin 
Gillam, accompanied with empathy. 

The second half of the concert began 
with Sam Bougher singing the Leonard 
Cohen classic, Chelsea Hotel, and then the 

up-beat groove of Feeling Good. He was 
accompanied by the very select talents of 
the ‘Freshwater Ensemble’, conducted by 
Rhiannon Taylor. Sam’s vocal techniques 
are superb, and his ability to move 
across his range and change styles, all 
seemingly without effort, was very much 
in evidence. 

Albert Qiu was the next Christ Church 
student to perform, and his chosen 
piece, Shostakovich’s Piano Concerto 
No 2 Second Movement, was performed 
with a great deal of rhythmic verve and 
attention to detail. The CCGS chamber 
orchestra, conducted by Aaron Wyatt, 
also deserves credit for the excellent 
work on some very challenging parts. 

The final Christ Church performance of 
the night was from Ben Anderson, with 
Prokofiev’s Piano Concerto No 2,  
Second Movement. This is a rarely-
performed piece, principally because of 
the extreme difficulty of the solo piano 
part. Ben clearly shone here, with some 
tremendous and awe-inspiring playing.

Music
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For the second year running, the Course 
Exhibition for Mathematics went to 
Christ Church Grammar School, together 
with four Certificates of Distinction. 
Nicholas Lim was awarded the Course 
Exhibition and Certificate of Distinction 
for Mathematics, Richard Tien was 
awarded both Certificates of Distinction 
for Mathematics and for Mathematics 
Specialist and Elliot Smith won a 
Certificate of Distinction for Mathematics. 
Congratulations to all our teachers 
and Year 12 students of 2014 on their 
remarkable achievements.

In the middle of March each year, teams 
from all over the state gather for two 
nights of fun and robust mathematics 
problem-solving at the Mathematics 
Association of WA (MAWA) annual 
Have Sum Fun competition. After four 
gruelling rounds and a tie breaker, the 
Year 11-12 and Year 9-10 teams came 
second. The team comprising Year 8s 
(Robert Lee, Daniel Mah and George 
Schulz) and Year 7s (Declan Barrett, Jason 
Lu and Adam Robbins) were declared 
division champions.

The Computational and Algorithmic 
Thinking Competition (CAT) and the 
Australian Mathematics Competition 
(AMC) were two of the big events on the 

Australian Mathematics calendar. In the 
CAT Competition, our boys won four high 
distinctions and 53 distinctions while the 
School garnered one medal, six prizes,  
38 high distinctions and 154 distinctions 
in the AMC. William Hu (Year 9) was one of 
only 30 medalists in Australia. The six prize 
winners were William Thomas (Year 8),  
Marcus Handley (Year 8), William Hu 
(Year 9), Kohsuke Sato (Year 10), Andrew 
Lawrance (Year 10) and Leo Li (Year 11).

The Australian Intermediate Mathematics 
Olympiad (AIMO) is an important 
stepping-stone to the Olympiad stage. 
A record 52 of our earnest Year 7–10 
students took part. Kohsuke Sato was 
awarded a prize for achieving a rare 
perfect score while William Hu (Year 9) 
achieved a High Distinction. Distinctions 
were awarded to Lumina Gajanayake, 
Alexander Shearer, Gilbert Porter,  
Geoff Sang, Marcus Handley (Year 8) and 
Akio Ho (Year 9).

At the Olympiad stage, some of our top 
mathematicians were invited to sit the 
Australian Mathematics Olympiad (AMO) 
and the AMOC senior contest. Leo Li and 
William Hu distinguished themselves 
with a silver each in the AMO and Leo 
also achieved a distinction in the senior 
contest. For the second year running, 

William Hu has been invited to the 2015 
School of Excellence, open to only 25 of 
the brightest students in Australia.

A total of 520 students comprising  
130 teams participated in the 17th 
Western Australian Junior Mathematics 
Olympiad (WAJO) held at UWA and 
parallel sessions in Bunbury and Karratha 
in October. After weeks of hard work, 
the boys’ efforts paid off. Christ Church 
walked away with five individual and two 
team prizes, including the top individual 
prize and the top team prize.  Individual 
merit prizes were awarded to Marcus 
Handley, Albert Smith, Rohan Maloney, 
Oliver Terry and William Hu who won the 
individual prize with a perfect score.

The MAWA Jack Bana Award for 
excellence for the best performing team 
at the 2015 WAJO was awarded to the 
Christ Church team comprising William 
Hu, Amitabh Jeganathan, Matthew 
Hamdorf and Akio Ho. The team 
comprising Rohan Maloney, Oliver Terry, 
Stanley McFarlane and Thomas Jones 
came equal fourth in the competition 
and was awarded the WAJO award of 
excellence for team performance.

Despite the flies and lack of 
rain, the boys embraced the issues and 
enjoyed the opportunity to 
be in the field. The Biology 
Department would like to 
thank the community of 
Tammin and the farmers, both 
past and present, for all their 
help over this time. In particular 
thanks must go to the York 
Family, a multigenerational 
Christ Church family, who have 
opened the gates to their farm 

and had us traipse through fields, water 
supplies and live in shearing sheds when 
there was no accommodation.

The Year 11 Biology students spent most 
of their time at camp performing animal 
trapping, species identification and 
practical fieldwork. They also went on 
a night stalk to a sanctuary in the Perth 
hills and attended the Hillarys Fisheries 
Department. They then used all this 
information to compare it to similar work 
carried out in Kings Park and the  
coastal plain.

Biology was also privileged to have the 
chief scientist of WA, Professor Peter 
Klinken, join 60 CCGS and MLC students 
for a ‘Denton’ style Q & A breakfast. After 
questions were submitted, Matthew 
Akehurst, took to the stage to quiz the 
leading medical researcher and probe his 
thoughts on biology, education and the 
future of science. 

Some Year 11 and 12 Biology and Human 
Biology students visited the Biodiscovery 
Laboratory at Harry Perkins Institute of 
Medical Research to look at spectacular 
stem cells, electrophoresis and PCR. 
Putting this tricky theory into practice 
supports the academic program in a way 
that cannot be replicated by the internet 
or online virtual reality. 

Once again, Year 7s had the opportunity 
to get out in the field and visit the Gould 
League at Herdsman Lake Wildlife Centre. 
All Year 7 boys participated in Mud n 
Minibeasts and the Swamp Safari, where 
they scooped invertebrates from the lake, 
tested water, and wandered the boardwalks 
looking for frogs and various plants.

The ceramics medium allowed the 
students to have a fundamental 
experience with texture, form, 
dimension, inspiration, identity, visual 
communication and invention. 

A creative approach was required in Term 
2 with boys engaging in the art of finding 
the extra-ordinary in the ordinary. They 
were encouraged to select from a series 
of photographs featuring cracks and 
lines in the pavement. Once printed, the 
boys used these images to draw, paint 
and detail imaginative animals. The line 
work and pattern-making is something 
to behold.

Later in the year boys explored the weird 
and wonderful world of circus critters. 
They used fine-liner pens to design their 
creature and clay and wire to sculpt it.  Boys 
generated names and alter egos for their 
critters, and displayed them in glass jars. 

Year 4

In Term 1 the students used their 
imagination to create a robot design. 
Progressing from two-dimensional to three-
dimensional proved exciting with the boys 
working with clay to sculpt a ceramic robot. 
They were encouraged to enhance their 
work with texture. 

Boys were able to further develop their 
artistic pursuits with the ‘catch a feather’ 
project. They studied how Aboriginal 
artists used line and shape in their work 
and were able to detail their responses 
using the application Pages on their iPads.  
Architecture and Design also featured 
heavily in Year 4 where printed paper was 
used to collage an architectural-inspired 
composition. 

Year 5

Boys started the year by ‘bringing back the 
kitsch’, learning how tacky, bad or poor taste 
objects can be appreciated in an ironic way. 
They studied the flamboyant paintings of 
Anya Brock, which inspired vibrant coloured 
mono-prints of birds. A change of pace saw 
boys learning traditional art skills by hand-
felting a seascape, then embellishing it with 
sewn fish, seaweed and coral. The boys learnt 
to thread their own needles and sew several 
different stitches, so you will know who to ask 
next time you need a replacement button 
sewed on.

Year 5 continued their fantastic start with one of 
the most enjoyable projects of the year, partly 
because it was iPad-based. The boys jumped 
and posed on a mini trampoline pretending to 
be pulled away by a balloon, a project inspired 
by the Andy Griffiths’ audiobook story we 
listened to in class. Using their iPads, boys learnt 
how to create a digital portrait of themselves, 
which was then printed and tied to helium-
filled balloons in a dramatic installation in the 
Preparatory School exhibition. 

Visual Arts
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Year 6

A traditional start in Art for Year 6 
saw the boys work on their accurate 
drawing skills in creating a tonal 
drawing of a beetle. The boys’ 
drawings were often commented 
upon in the Preparatory School 
exhibition as being of a high standard.

Following on with the animal theme, 
the Year 6 boys drew fish designs 
inspired by Aboriginal X-ray artworks. 
Turning these fish designs into a print 
was not an easy task as they had to 
print their lino three times in exactly 
the same place on their paper. By 
cutting away more of their design 
each time and using different tones of 
blue, they created a three-layer print. 
The creativity and detail in these lino-
prints was very pleasing.

The next project was challenging as it 
involved working in groups to produce 
a large-scale relief face made solely 
from recycled materials. Each lesson 
the boys took on different roles within 
their group, such as creative thinker, 
materials manager, team leader and 
communication captain. These roles 
encouraged good team working 
practices. The relief pieces created 
were sprayed white so the textures 
and forms became most important.

Afterschool Art

Throughout 2015 the students were 
immersed in a world of clay. In Term 1 the 
boys worked to scratch, sculpt and create a 
‘green man’ piece. They explored texture, line 
and shape to form interesting faces featuring 
leaves and stencilling. In Term 2 the boys 
made vessels to hang and display succulent 
plants. The project proved a huge success 
for budding horticulturalists. Boys took 
great care in creating their pots, planting the 
saplings and caring for their creations. 

Artist in residence

This year the Year 6 boys have had the 
honour of working with Stormie Mills, 
one of Australia’s leading contemporary 
artists. Stormie mentored the boys over 
four consecutive sessions, demonstrating 
his workmanship and providing advice and 
feedback. During the sessions, the artist 
introduced the boys to the short videos, 
Black, White, Grey, Silver and I heard it through 
the clothesline, which highlighted significant 

elements of his work. He explained, “Black 
represents dirt, white speaks of erasure, 
grey is drawn from the cityscape and silver 
is the language of dreams.”

The boys used their newfound knowledge 
to complete paintings in a guided session. 
Claire Donald, Art Specialist teacher, said 
they relished the opportunity to work 
with Stormie, soaking up his every word. 
“Working alongside Stormie, the boys 
had direct access to an internationally-
acclaimed artist and his authentic art 
process. It was clear they idolised him and 
appreciated every moment they had in 
his presence.” Stormie and the Year 6 boys 
completed an installation that can be seen 
outside the Preparatory School office.

The boys later explored aeroplanes, 
drawing, painting and detailing their 
planes with pencil, acrylic paint and fine-
liner pens.
